Lessons from the Temple-

The priestly system demonstrated 
our need for a holy mediator.

The sacrifices offered at the Temple taught 
the serious nature of our sin and the great 

cost to pay for them.

All of these have been fulfilled and are complete in Jesus.

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 “O Lord, you have examined my heart and know everything about me.  You know when I sit down or stand up.
