Our worldview doesn’t automatically change when we become a Christian, its part of “the pattern of this world” Romans 12:2

A biblical worldview has been defined as:


believing that absolute moral truths exist; 


absolute moral truth is defined by the Bible; 

and firm belief in six specific religious views. Those views are that 
1. Jesus Christ lived a sinless life; 

2. God is the all-powerful and all-knowing Creator of the universe and He stills rules it today; 

3. salvation is a gift from God and cannot be earned; 

4. Satan is real; 

5. a Christian has a responsibility to share their faith in Christ with other people; 

6. the Bible is accurate in all of its teachings.

Does God Exist? 
“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”  Genesis 1:1(NIV)

“But God shows his anger from heaven against all sinful, wicked people who suppress the truth by their wickedness.  They know the truth about God because he has made it obvious to them.  For ever since the world was created, people have seen the earth and sky. Through everything God made, they can clearly see his invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature. So they have no excuse for not knowing God.” Romans 1:18-20(NLT)

What is God’s character?  

God is love.

God is just.  
“He is the Rock, his works are perfect, and all his ways are just.  A faithful God who does no wrong, upright and just is he.” Deuteronomy 32:4(NIV)
God wants to restore our relationship.  
“But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans 5:8 (NIV)

“For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”  John 3:16(NIV)
God is personal.  
“You have looked deep into my heart, LORD, and you know all about me.  You know when I am resting or when I am working, and from heaven you discover my thoughts.  You notice everything I do and everywhere I go.  Before I even speak a word, you know what I will say” Psalm 139:1-4(CEV)
God is holy.  
“Give the following instructions to the entire community of Israel. You must be holy because I, the Lord your God, am holy.” Leviticus 19:2(NLT)
God is involved with His creation.  
“He existed before anything else, and he holds all creation together.” Colossians 1:17(NLT)
