Developing a Biblical Worldview

Our worldview is deeply rooted and affects everything we do or think.

Our worldview doesn’t automatically change when we become a Christian, its part of “the pattern of this world” Romans 12:2

Your worldview is simply how you interpret the world based on what you believe to be true.  

A biblical worldview has been defined as:


believing that absolute moral truths exist; 


absolute moral truth is defined by the Bible; 

and firm belief in six specific religious views. Those views are that 
1. Jesus Christ lived a sinless life; 

2. God is the all-powerful and all-knowing Creator of the universe and He stills rules it today; 

3. salvation is a gift from God and cannot be earned; 

4. Satan is real; 

5. a Christian has a responsibility to share their faith in Christ with other people; 

6. the Bible is accurate in all of its teachings.

How and why was the world created?  
Creation goes to the core of who we are and what life is about.  
If I was created by God – with forethought, meaning and purpose – then I need to discover that purpose and be held to account by my Creator.  
Why did God create the universe? 
Because He wanted to.  Because He is creative.  
Because He desires to relate with His creation.  
We were created by God, for God.
What is the nature and purpose of humanity?  
“And now, O Israel, what does the LORD your God ask of you but to fear the LORD your God, to walk in all his ways, to love him, to serve the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul, and to observe the LORD's commands and decrees that I am giving you today for your own good?” Deuteronomy 10:12-13(NIV)
The Bible is the story of God’s desire to have a relationship with me.  
Loving God is not so much something I do as something I become: Loving God is about being a 24 hour, 7 day a week suitor of God.  

I am to love people, because God loves people.  
Loving God means that I will serve Him.  
Loving God means open and honest communication, through prayer.  
God wants me to enjoy life, within the boundaries that He has given.

Worship really matters to God. 
“And I will give them one heart and one purpose: to worship me forever, for their own good and for the good of all their descendants. And I will make an everlasting covenant with them: I will never stop doing good for them. I will put a desire in their hearts to worship me, and they will never leave me.” Jeremiah 32:39-40(NLT)
“for in Him we live and move and exist, as even some of your own poets have said, 'For we also are His children.'” Acts 17:28(NASB)
Obedience is the sign that I truly love Him.  
“While we live, we live to please the Lord.  And when we die, we go to be with the Lord.  So in life and death, we belong to the Lord.” Romans 14:8
The nature of humanity is that we are born in an estranged state from God.  
Am I nurturing a healthy prayer life, accountability partners, and a growing knowledge of Scripture?

How does (should) this affect me?
The Church is the family of believers, who share a common heritage in Adam and Eve, a common purpose in loving and obeying God, a common focus on the Bible, and a common hope in Jesus Christ.  
If God indeed created the universe and has purpose in His creation, including you and me, then the way I live and the attitudes I hold should reflect those beliefs:    
1.  As our Creator, everything belongs to Him.

2.  As my Creator, I rightfully belong to Him.

3.  God is worthy of my honor, praise and worship.

4.  I am accountable to God for my life, choices and actions.

5.  I need to discover God’s purpose for my life, and do it.

6.   I must love God above everyone and everything else.
7.  I must grow in my love for God every day.

8.  Since the world is His creation, I should take care of it as a good steward.  
9.   If Jesus came to serve, then I must live to serve.
10.  My sinful nature estranges me from God.
11.  I need God’s love, forgiveness, purpose and power to live a life that honors Him.

12.  I need the Church and the Church needs me.
