Delight in the Law of the Lord
Psalm 1:1-3
“Blessed are those who don’t follow the advice of the wicked, or stand around with sinners, or do what evil people do.  But they delight in the law of the Lord, and they think about His teachings day and night.  They are strong, like a tree planted along the riverbank, bearing fruit each season.  Their leaves never wither, and they prosper in all they do.”  Psalm 1:1-3 (NLT/NCV)
Blessedness is not deserved; it is a gift of God.  
“all our righteous acts are like filthy rags;”  Isaiah 64:6b (NIV)
Being “blessed” is more than a feeling.  
Neither negative feelings nor adverse conditions can take God’s blessing away.

We must dissociate from the wicked.  
The “blessed” don’t follow the advice of the wicked, or worldly.

 “don’t follow the … wicked”

“stand around with sinners” refers to joining in on their way of life.
“evil people” are those who do not respond to God’s instruction or commands. 
We must associate with God.

“delight in the law of the Lord”.  
“Man does not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God."  Matthew 4:4 (NIV)
Religion follows rules. Revelation follows the living God.  
The believer’s delight is especially in doing the will of God.  
“and they think about His teachings day and night.” 
 We are to be in constant reflection, the continual thinking of the things of God.
“When I discovered your words, I devoured them.
      They are my joy and my heart’s delight,
   for I bear your name,
      O Lord God of Heaven’s Armies.”  Jeremiah 15:16 (NLT)
